Sean Patrick French,
a 17-year-old high
school junior, community volunteer,
honor roll student and record- setting
athlete at Chatham High School, lost his
life on January 1, 2002, as a passenger
in a drunk driving car crash. Another pas-
senger, 17-year-old lan Moore, suffered
paralyzing injuries. Neither was using
seat belts. The driver, also 17, had been
arrested for drunken driving 18 days prior
to the fatal crash. This tragedy prompted
the enactment of Sean’s Law, which
now requires the immediate suspension
of a license upon the arrest of a 16- or
17-year-old on drunken driving charges.
